
These are some basic notes for the games learned in 
Lecture #4 of the Janggok TeachersÕ Focus class. 

Game 1: Ten
¥ Students get into a circle.
¥ One student starts with the number ÒoneÓ the next, Òtwo Ó and so on.
¥ The student that is supposed to say ÒtenÓ instead claps their hands and sits down and 

the next student starts the count over again.
¥ Which student is the last standing is the winner. 
¥ Variations can be done by reversing the order, using higher numbers, or by using the 

alphabet. 

Game 2: Alphabet Scramble
¥ After a warm-up, this game could be used in the development phase to re-enforce the 

students knowledge of the alphabet.
¥ Full sized letter ßash cards have been posted throughout the classroom randomly.
¥ The teacher calls out various letters and the students run to the letters called.
¥ The fastest student gets a point, after the teacher has called out all the letters, tally up 

the scores, the student with the highest overall score is awarded a prize.

Game 3: What Time Is It Mr. Wolf?
¥ In a large room, the students line-up facing the front wall.
¥ Together all the students chant, ÒWhat time is it Mr. Wolf (or teacher) Ó
¥ The teacher responds, Òit!s (..) o!clock Ó
¥ The students have to move the number of spots that corresponds to the time that the 

teacher gave. (Example: It!s 3 o!clock = the students move 3 steps backwards).
¥ After a few rounds, the teacher changes says Òit!s lunch time Ó instead, then tries to 

catch as many students as possible. 
¥ If a student gets tagged they sit out until the game is over.

Game 4: Doggy, Doggy
¥ First the whole class should practice the chant, ÒDoggy, doggy where!s your bone? 

Somebody stole it from your home. Guess who? It could be you! Ó
¥ Choose a student to be the doggy. They give the teacher their pencil case or 

notebook. Then they leave the room.
¥ After the student leaves, give the pencil case (or et al) to another student. Once it!s 

put away, call the student back in and the whole class sings the chant.
¥ The student volunteer sitting at the front guesses who has it by asking Òis it (..)? Ó
¥ If its right, the whole class says Òyes, she/he does! Ó
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
